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WeGo buses to operate on snow detours Monday morning
Two regional bus routes cancelled; Access to operate with caution

NASHVILLE — On Monday, February 15, 2021, WeGo will begin service with all snow detours in effect within
Davidson County.

Safety is our number one priority, so please be aware that there may be additional delays as bus operators are
proceeding cautiously.

WeGo Access is scheduled to operate as normal, but paratransit customers are advised to prepare for
possible delays as drivers will be proceeding with caution through neighborhoods.

The following regional routes will not operate on Monday due to severe weather anticipated to the west of
Davidson County:

o 94 Clarksville

All other regional bus routes will operate as regularly scheduled as of this time, but customers should be aware
that there may be service delays depending on interstate conditions in the morning.
