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UPDATE: Friday Star Train Service 
Train will resume operations Friday morning, customers should expect delays 

 
NASHVILLE – The WeGo Star will resume regularly scheduled service on Friday morning, March 6. 

Late Thursday afternoon, crews were able to clear obstructed train tracks in Donelson and Hermitage, 
which had kept the commuter train service from operating since Tuesday morning’s tornado through 
Middle Tennessee.
