New vehicle and pedestrian access to
Donelson Pike with a new traffic signal
Improved pedestrian connections

Railroad Quiet Zones to minimize train horn

noise in the community through vehicle
and pedestrian safety improvements at rail
crossings

Rideshare pick-up and drop-off locations
Bicycle racks and micromobility/bikeshare
docking stations
